This month we will again be gathering with the other three Fab Four churches for a joint Maundy Thursday service.  This year’s service will be held here at Forest Park, and for the third time in a number of years, we will be structuring our service around Lloyd Larson’s “What Wondrous Love.”  Maundy Thursday gets its name from the first word of the Latin phrase, "Mandatum novum do vobis ut diligatis invicem sicut dilexi vos." For those of you who never took Latin or perhaps got about as much out of its study as I did, that is the Latin for Jesus’ command to his disciples in John 13:34:  "A new command I give you:  Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one another.”  It is then no surprise that “What Wondrous Love” begins with the choir singing the anthem, “Love One Another.”  Reflecting that prayer of Jesus, Larson give us a second anthem, ‘May They Be One,” based on John 17:11: “ Holy Father, protect them by the power of your name—the name you gave me—so that they may be one as we are one.”  There follows two familiar and much-beloved Lenten hymns, “What Wondrous Love is This”, and “Go to Dark Gethsemane.” The congregation joins in the singing of the second verse of “What Wondrous Love is This”:
To God and to the Lamb, I will sing, I will sing, 
To God and to the Lamb, I will sing, I will sing!
To God and to the Lamb, who is the Great “I AM,” 
While Millions join the theme, I’ll sing . . . . 
 

May the presentation of “What Wondrous

Love” be a blessing to all as we again observe Holy Week.
