The Power of Words

     As inauguration day approached, people wondered what  Barack Obama was going to say in his inaugural speech. What words would he use to capture the significance of the day, to adequately address the challenges we face, and to keep our hope of better days to come alive?  We know the power of words. Words are able to hurt, destroy and discourage. They are also able to promote healing, create harmony and lift us from  despair. In the creation narratives in The Book of Genesis we are reminded of the creative power of God’s word. And not long ago, we celebrated the birth of Jesus, God’s Word becoming flesh, dwelling among us. The lives of many people, including our own, have been influenced by the Word. What words do we have to offer that may inspire others? How might we offer them?  

     The September 12-14, 2008 issue of USA WEEKEND, a publication included with    Milwaukee Journal’s Sunday paper, featured an article titled, “The Last Lecture” and me . The article was about the effect that professor Randy Pausch’s “Last Lecture” has had upon celebrated violinist , Joshua Bell. 

     Randy Pausch, Carnegie Mellon University professor, wrote and delivered “The Last Lecture” when he had terminal cancer with little time left to live.  This was his last chance as a professor to impart wisdom to his students and, as it turned out, to the world. 

     Pausch spoke about his path to self-fulfillment and about the joys of going after your dreams. Joshua Bell had already realized many of his earlier dreams, so he “set the bar” even higher as a performer and to actively pursue some of the other ventures he had been only thinking about. He was inspired by Pausch’s thoughts on teaching:  that it’s a thrill to fulfill childhood dreams, but as you get older, enabling the dreams of others is even more fun,” to guide students and create an environment in which they are 
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able make their own discoveries rather than copy your style;  that people are more important than things; that life is not about everything being perfect; that you must be willing to take risks if you really want to live; and “go for it,” and the music will be much more meaningful. 

     The words of Randy Pausch’s famous “Last Lecture” inspired the nation. Joshua Bell was one who was touched by his powerful words. Inspired by them, Joshua Bell is shifting his focus which has been on himself (developing his skills and style) to passing on to others what he has learned. He looks forward to helping students learn how to judge themselves and how to develop self-criticism because their teacher is not going to be with them forever. This past fall Bell has returned to his alma mater, Indiana University’s Jacobs School of Music, to teach… hopefully, to inspire his students.    

     What effect have the words of others had upon you? What effect has God’s word had upon your life?  Do you realize that your words are powerful too and capable of inspiring others? Don’t hold off until your ‘Last Lecture’ to share them!

Having just done the program here at Forest Park on the pipe organ, I was intrigued by an article in a recent issue of The American Organist by Patricia Wright entitled, “Does the Organ Have a Future?”  As a Canadian and a member of the Royal Canadian College of Organists, she begins her article by observing that there has been a significant decline in the amount of organ music programming on Canadian public radio.  Ironically, while among this crowd the pipe organ is viewed as exclusively an instrument for church, others feel that it is outside the church that the pipe organ has the best chance of survival, what with the rise electronic instruments and praise bands. On the positive side, in a large number of churches the pipe organ is still found to be an important instrument to accompany congregational singing, and pipe organ builders both in Canada and here in this country are busy designing and building new instruments.  Wright goes on to suggest ways to promote the pipe organ in worship, and some of these will sound familiar to us here at Forest Park.  For one thing, she suggests using other intruments with the organ.  Although she doesn’t say so, I suspect that she believes that as the organ is seen as a viable partner with other instruments, it’s standing as the main instrument to accompany the congregation’s song will be enhanced.  She also suggests playing a variety of styles on the organ, doing concerts, and offering demonstrations.  What about the attitude of the church organist?  The organ certainly cannot thrive in a congregation where the organist is not passionate about it.  Finally, a very important point:  organists must be careful to observe rhythm, breathing, and leadership in accompanying the congregation’s song.  Where congregational singing is poorly supported by the organ, people actually prefer guitars and drums, and even soundtracks.  Finally, though, the church is not a museum. It is the living body of 

Christ, and if better means for supporting congregational singing have been found, then so be it.  The organ can go.  On the other hand, for those of us who believe that the organ has a positive roll to play in worship, we have every right to promote it among God’s people.

The financial summary included in this month’s Messenger is a 2008 year end summary.  For a full report on 2008 and an update on the New Look fund please see the Financial Committee Annual Report in the annual report packet.  Overall we faced another deficit year.  Unfortunately, as with most people’s investments, the few the church has also lost value in 2008, so we had a harder hit than anticipated.

Congratulation goes to each and every member who pledged in our 2009 annual giving intent campaign.  Our goal was passed by almost 10%!  In order to prevent another deficit budget for 2009 we needed to increase income by 30%, but a 10% increase is still something to be proud of.  The committee has some ideas to work with in the coming year.  Hopefully they will be fun and raise funds for our church in the process; more to come on that.  In past years we have mailed letters to members pledging.  To save in postage and stationary costs, we are not mailing letters. In place of that, please accept this as a Thank You from the Finance Committee for returning a giving intent card and for allowing us to better forecast the 2009 finances. 

Don’t forget that you can still help the church with your Pick ‘N Save “Advantage Plus” rewards card.  Pick ‘N Save returns a portion of your purchase back to our church. Piano Saver System
It has now been several years since we acquired our Boston grand piano.  It represents a rather major investment in the music program here at Forest Park.  In light of that, it was recently decided by Worship and Music that this investment warranted the protection of a humidity control system.  So if you see an electrical chord coming out of the piano, this is the reason.  Installed early this past month, the Dampp-Chaser Piano Life Saver System keeps the interior of the piano at a constant humidity level, protecting the piano from excessive humidity during the summer months and from low humidity during the winter heating season.  At a cost of about $400, the system will ultimately pay for itself because the piano will need at best one tuning a year instead of two or three.  Tunings these days cost about $100, so you can see how quickly this will result in a saving for the congregation.  At the same time,  our fine piano will not only be in pitch and in tune with the organ and other instruments, but important components of the piano like the soundboard and pinblock will be protected from seasonal changes in humidity.  The system itself is actually made up of a small humidifier to add humidity and a heater rod to lower humidity.  These two systems alternate as needed to maintain perfect humidity conditions inside the piano.  

Once again, another successful Christmas Angel Tree program.  This was a record year, with the most participation ever, in our Church and with acquaintances of church members who also participated in Christmas Angel Tree 2008.  Another record we set was covering the largest number of children and families.  We served 30 children, which meant 55 presents!  In addition, each caregiver in the 13 families received a caregiver gift.  Wow, that’s a lot of presents!  Special thanks goes to all who delivered gifts.

In this Messenger you will see copies of 3 

letters that prisoners wrote in appreciation.  One is from a father who wrote us last year with thanks for his children getting gifts.  As you read his letter you can see he is just as appreciative as last year.  There will probably be a few more letters from other prisoners in the next Messenger.

We couldn't have had another wonderful year without each one of you who helped us.

   I could not be more grateful to your church for your generous involvement in the giving Angel Tree Program.  While most inmates may not have the funds or the motivation to write to you, please accept my sincerest thanks on my and their behalf alike!  

   As a parent who is unable to care for his children or be with them for another holiday, your gifts bring my spirit and the love of Christ both into my home while I can not.  While a child’s love is unfettered by worldly concerns, receiving a Christmas present from a parent verses not, makes a tremendous impact on their tender emotions.  

   This year is particularly tough for us as I have been held in solitary confinement since early October for helping another inmate who was unable alone to work on his case appeal on my computer account without permission.  Sometimes I forget where I’m at and act without regard for the rules of this penal system.   But I’d do it again, because he was granted his motion and will soon be released.  

   In any effect, being in the hole has denied me the luxury of being able to have family visits and restricts my phone calls to once per month for 15 minutes.  This has been the longest ever that we’ve been apart in our lives and it makes me even more grateful for what your church has done for us.  I sure do miss my guys though, not to mention my wife of 17 years.  

   Yet free or not, we all have our blessings and burdens to bear.  At least I am healthy and regularly reminded through letters that I am loved, appreciated and not forgotten.  I guess it’s supposed to get easier as time goes by, but this marks my third Christmas away and it seems equally trying as the previous two.  

   At 41 years old. I envisioned being at a much different place in my life.  But I am still clinging to positive hopes and dreams for the future.  Knowing people in society do care about us and our families makes a tremendous difference in our lives and attitudes.  So please continue your involvement with the program and feel my thanks year-round!!
