Signs

     New Berlin public schools now have uniform outdoor identification/information signs. Whenever the message board on the sign is not advertising special events, the words ‘Expect Excellence’ appear. I’ve wondered who are the ones who are to do the ‘expecting’ (tax payers, teachers, parents, students).  I’ve also wondered what is the ‘excellence’ that is expected? And, is it the same for everyone?  According to the results from an informal research poll I conducted– most of the people interviewed interpreted the words ‘Expect Excellence’ to be directed toward the school students. The school expects excellence from its students and, as well, students should expect excellence from themselves.    Those polled also thought that “Excellence” is ”doing your best.” 

     If those same words, “Expect Excellence,” were on signs in front of churches perhaps we could apply the same interpretation. (Surely we wouldn’t expect less from churches than from schools.)  The words, then, would be directed toward the people of the church from whom excellence is expected. The expectation is for the people of God to do their best to live as God hopes they will.

      God puts those “sign words” – “Expect Excellence” in front of us and puts flesh on them in the person of Jesus. Whenever we wonder what “excellence” or “doing our best” looks like we are encouraged to look to Jesus. We read of God’s expectation of us in Micah 6:8 - “What does the Lord require of you but to do justice, and to love kindness, and to walk humbly with your God.” We read of Jesus’ expectation of us in John 15:17 – “This is my commandment, that you love one another as I have loved you.”

    It has been shown that there is a direct correlation between the level of expectation and level of performance. If there is no expectation or low expectation, people will perform accordingly.  If 

expectations are held high, people will rise to meet them.

On the first Sunday of this month, October 4, we will again be celebrating World Communion Sunday.  Effort is made in this service to connect with Christians both in other denominations and also in different parts of the world.  This emphasis presents a number of interesting challenges in choosing music for this service.  As we have done in the past, we will again incorporate into this communion service several standard pieces that are especially associated with communion:  The Sanctus (Holy, Holy) and the Agnus Dei (Lamb of God).  Not only does the use of these liturgical pieces connect us with Christian churches that use them in their communion service, The Presbyterian Hymnal , in listing the correct ordering of these pieces within the service, calls us, in singing the Sanctus, immediately before the verba or words of institution, to join in the “song of praise sung without ceasing by the hosts of heaven and by the faithful from every time and place” (see p. 13).  That surely makes this hymn most appropriate for the World Communion service.  The universality of this song will be further enhanced by the setting that has been chosen to be sung by the choir:  it is a traditional Nigerian setting, arranged by John Worst and part of the Calvin Institute of Christian Worship Music Series.  The Agnus Dei, sung after the words of institution and before the communion of the people, is also from this series, also arranged by John Worst, but is a Chinese tune. It was also suggested in the August Worship and Music meeting that in this service we sing some hymns from other traditions.  Again, The Presbyterian Hymnal was helpful, in that there is an index (see pp. 682-686) listing various sources for the hymns included in the hymnal.  Along with an impressive number of hymns from the African-American tradition, we also find English, Hebrew, Ghana, Welsh, West Indian, German, and traditional American hymns.

Consecration Sunday Is Coming

     Congregations that approach financial stewardship from a biblical perspective do not view the money Christians give to their church merely as a way to pay its bills. Rather, such congregations see financial contributions as a way to help people grow spiritually in their relationship with God by supporting their church’s mission and ministry with a percentage of their incomes.

     We have selected the New Consecration Sunday Stewardship Program as a way to teach the biblical and spiritual principles of generous giving in our stewardship education emphasis this year.

     New Consecration Sunday is based on the biblical philosophy of the need of the giver to give for his or her own spiritual development, rather than on the need of the church to receive. Instead of treating people like members of a social club who should pay dues, we will treat people like followers of Jesus Christ who want to give unselfishly as an act of discipleship. New Consecration Sunday encourages people toward proportionate and systematic giving in response to the question, “What percentage of my income is God calling me to give?” 

     During morning worship on Consecration Sunday, we are asking our attendees and members to make their financial commitments to our church’s missionary, benevolent, and educational ministries in this community and around the world.

     Every attendee and member who completes an Estimate of Giving Card does so voluntarily by attending morning worship on Consecration Sunday. We urge people to attend who feel strongly opposed to completing a card. The procedure is done in such a way that no one feels personal embarrassment if he or she chooses not to fill out a card.

     We will do no home solicitation to ask people to complete cards. During morning worship our guest leader will conduct a brief period of instruction and inspiration, climaxed by members making their commitments as a confidential act of worship.

     We will encourage participation in Consecration Sunday events through the Consecration Sunday team and Session members. Since we will make no follow-up visits to ask people to complete their cards, we will make every effort to inform, inspire, and commit everyone to attend Consecration Sunday worship.

      Some of the older Forest Park members may remember Mae Brown, who was an active church member while she lived in this area

You have two options to pay for your gift cards, you can print out an Order Confirmation sheet and bring it to Play & Learn with a check (please make checks out to Forest Park Church) or you can use the Presto-Pay™ feature to have money deducted directly from your checking account (there is a $0.39 fee for this feature).  You can see the full details of the program when you click the Presto-Pay link.
