It’s Time to Gear Up and Go All Out!   


Advertisements for Sports Authority and Dunham’s Sports in Sunday’s newspaper feature all kinds of equipment for football players. Equipment is designed to help football players play their best and minimize personal injury. The equipment list includes the following items: an eye shield, eye black, mouth guard, helmet, chin shield, chin strap, other strap, multiple-pocket girdle and pads, shoulder pads, arm sleeves, receiver gloves, football cleats, football pants and jersey – and more.    

When playing football and other rough contact sports, players need to “dress for the game.” 


Following the way of Christ is certainly not a game, but as the church and Christians live their faith and tackle tough issues, things can get a bit rough. As we press on toward the goals of our faith, there are obstacles to overcome and defenders of other goals to deal with. It isn’t easy to be the Church today. It’s never been easy. While trying to live according to their faith, the early Christian community experienced internal and external struggles. Many things stood between them and the goals of justice and harmony that they pursued.  The Apostle Paul, coaching the Christian team in Ephesus, advised them to dress for the event -- to put on the uniform and wear the gear that was designed to increase their effectiveness and minimize injury. Paul tells them to, “Put on the whole armor of God.” Put on the -- belt of truth, breastplate of righteousness, whichever shoes will make you ready to proclaim the gospel of peace, the shield of faith, the helmet of salvation, the word of the Spirit… and pray at all times in the Spirit…”  (Ephesians 6:10 ff.).


Paul’s advice presents us with an opportunity to reflect on what we (church team members) put on that equips us to pursue the goals of our faith.  The

purpose of the goggles, pads, and helmets that some sports require participants to wear is to enable players to “go all out” safely. We are called by God to live our faith “all out.”  How well are we equipped to do that?

When a denomination chooses to begin the process of producing a new hymnal, one of the most important beginning activities is reviewing the current hymnal and its use.  The Presbyterian Committee on Congregational Song is the new name for the committee that is charged with the production of the new hymnal for the Presbyterian Church USA.  This hymnal will replace The Presbyterian Hymnal.  The committee has discovered that it is the old hymns, ones written before 1900, that are the most popular.  Eighty-two percent of the most widely sung hymns were written before 1900. On the other hand, the current issue of Presbyterians Today reports that of the 100 hymns “sung by the fewest congregations, 76 percent had words or music—usually both—written after 1959.  What comes to my mind is why this is so?  One thing that can be said about the old hymns:  They have been tested by time.  But what about the newer ones?  Were the newer hymns chosen for The Presbyterian Hymnal of poor quality?  Too experimental?  Or were congregations reluctant to go into uncharted territory?  I would suspect that the answer would be “all of the above.”  Interesting that at the same time this information appeared in Presbyterians Today an article appeared in Touchstone magazine by Donald T. Williams entitled “Durable Hymns.”  Williams points out that the following make for great hymns:  Biblical truth, theological profundity, poetic richness, musical beauty, and fitness of music to the text.  That is quite a set of standards, but they are surely aspects that the new hymnal committee is well aware of.  It has also been noted that the committee is looking at some older hymns that were dropped from the current hymnal.  
 
Note:  I would be happy to share the articles cited in this article with anyone who is interest in pursuing this topic. The Williams article is especially interesting as he defines and give examples for what makes a “durable hymn.”
